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Pursuant the trade union dispute declared by MAM, where it is clearly impossible with the current medical manpower deployed to cope with current workload so as to guarantee patient safety and adequate medical standards, MAM is issuing the following directives.

Health centres

Directives issued to all Doctors working at the health centres including, Principal General Practitioner, Senior General Practitioners, General Practitioners, and General practitioner trainees, medical officers on part time or on rotation.
1. As from 8.00 AM Monday 18th May – For the whole 24 hours Doctors delegated to work at Cospicua health centre are directed to report to the Paola health centre, doctors delegated to the Qormi health centre are to report to the Floriana  health centre, while doctors delegated to the Rabat health centre are to report to the Mosta health centre. 

2. Doctors delegated to the Gzira health centre between 1.00 PM and 8.00AM the following morning are to report to the Floriana health centre. Between 8.00 AM and 1.00PM doctors are to work normally in this health centre.
3. Doctors shall maintain the same working conditions (prior to the issue of this directive) in terms of working times and place of work (apart from changes ordered in the directive) and any changes ordered by management which have not been agreed to by MAM are to be ignored

4. House visits are to be performed only in the area of the individual group, either Paola, Floriana or Mosta area. No house visits will be performed outside the area where the individual doctor is working in particular areas which may be covered by the St James group.
5. Peripheral clinics (Bereg)
Doctors assigned to peripheral clinics are to attend these clinic according to the usual roster and the established times of opening.

6. Accident and Emergency 

All Doctors working in this department are to see category one and two patients in the usual manner. Category three patients will be seen only if they have a referral letter. Those patients with category three problems will be referred to the relevant health centre that is open to be seen by a health centre doctor. 
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
